REPORTS FROM RECREATION DIRECTOR AND STAFF
Recreation Director Stopak reported on the holiday hours of the Community Center. The
Center will be closed on Monday, December 24™ and on Tuesday, December 25" For
New Years, the Center will close at 5:00 p.m. on New Years Eve, December 31*, and
will be closed on New Years Day, January 1, 2008. Stopak also informed advisory board
that the new position of Program Coordinator has been filled. The new employee, Eddie
Burns, has a Recreation Management Degree from Wayne State. He will join us at the
Recreation Dept. beginning on January 2, 2008. He will begin working 9:00 a.m. — 6:00
p.m. shift, then will switch to a 1:00 p.m. — 10:00 p.m. shift. This will enable him to train
for his new position. Stopak also reported that the employees have received a facilities
survey to report what they think is needed for their departments and facilities in the
future.



Assistant Recreation Director David Karlson offered Creighton Basketball tickets for
Saturday night for anyone who would like to attend. Tickets were donated by a past
youth coach, Bill Demarinis.

Program Director Carstensen stated that Santa’s Calling was a big success this year, and
even had to be extended into a 3™ evening.
